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1 : Financial Aid

Victoria Jenkins Foundation

Financial aid is available for students in all grades beginning with prekindergarten. These need-based awards
are available through the Victoria Jenkins Foundation and are intended to provide supplemental assistance only.
Parents are expected to finance their children’s education to the extent they are able. As a general rule, parents
should expect to receive assistance that is less than one-half of their assessed financial need.

Qualifications

There is no specific income level that qualifies a family for need-based aid; every case is individual. The
evaluation process considers income, amount of debt, type of debt and assets. The entire process is confidential
and takes approximately four to six weeks.

To receive financial aid, all families and students must:

1. Meet Savannah Christian’s academic and behavioral standards.

2. Demonstrate need through the School and Student Service for Financial Aid organization, an
independent agency located in Princeton, New Jersey.

3. Submit an Application for Enrollment and pay the appropriate fees to the school. Spaces are not held
for families who are waiting for notification of a financial aid award. If your child’s education at
Savannah Christian hinges upon a financial aid need that cannot be met, a refund of the Registration
Fee less $100 may be given.

Financial awards for the 2007-2008 academic year will be granted in May 2007. Since the application and
assessment process can take up to six weeks to complete, it is important to make every effort to start the
process before the end of March, 2007.

Continuation of Financial Aid

Financial aid awards are renewable each year as long as there is a continued demonstrated need and the student
maintains acceptable academic and behavioral standards. Families must reapply each year and the amount of
each award may vary from year to year.
