6. Find sources of information on topics using books, magazines, and
reference materials in the Media Center.

7. Know when to use each specific reference book such as an atlas,
almanac, encyclopedia, dictionary, or thesaurus.

8. Be familiar with the Caldecott Award winning books and read at least

one during the year.
