Step 1
Å     Submit a completed Application for Enrollment-  A signed Application for Enrollment assumes the student and        
       parent/guardian agree to abide by and uphold the policies of the school.

Step 2
Attend Assessment-  Assessments will be held Saturday, January 12 or Saturday, January 26. Prekindergarten and kindergarten appli-
cants will be assigned a scheduled assessment time. The school will contact you to comfirm testing. Initial acceptances are made from 
students who participate in one of these test dates.

Step 3
Interview- Upon Evaluation of steps 1 and 2 an interview with the school principal or designee may be requested.

Acceptance
Acceptance is based on:
•     A satisfactory performance on the entrance assessment and visit
•     A history of good behavior in previous schools with no dismissals from previous schools or withdrawals in lieu of dismissal
•     Prekindergarten and kindergarten students must be ages 4 and 5, respectively, before August 1
•     Review of Readiness Form and Parent Questionnaire
 
Students will not be accepted or will be dismissed when false information is given on an application. 

Applicant Pool
Admission to SCPS is not based on a first-come, first served basis. Your student(s) may be placed in an applicant pool.  Acceptance
to SCPS is contingent upon available vacancies and meeting admission requirements. The most qualified applicants are chosen to
fill vacancies. Currently enrolled students and their siblings are given preferential status.  Applications are taken until classes are full.
Once a class is full, an applicant pool is created. The applicant pool does not carry over from year to year.

Enrollment/Registration
The student is ofýcially registered when acceptance has been offered by the principal and the following has been completed:
•    Upon notification of acceptance, submit the Reservation Deposit and the signed and completed Financial Contract within seven  
     (7) calendar days of the acceptance offer to reserve your space at SCPS. The Reservation Deposit is applied toward the Tuition;     
     it is NOT in addition to Tuition. Acceptances will be mailed Monday, February 11. If  the Reservation Deposit and Financial  
     Contract are not received, the student will be removed from the school roll. 
Å    Submit theTuition Deposit by March 24, 2008 or within seven (7) calendar days of acceptance, whichever is later. The deposit         
     is applied toward the tuition; it is NOT in addition to tuition. The receipt of the Reservation Deposit and signed Financial Contract  
     signals your commitment to attend SCPS and contracts you to the payment of the tuition deposit even if the student later withdraws  
     application.
Å     Upon completion of the 2007-08 school year provide ofýcial transcripts showing a successful academic history in previous  
       schools. All acceptances are contingent upon the receipt of a final transcript indicating the successful completion of requirements              
       for the previous school year.
