As 
a private, independent, non-profit 501(c)3 educational institution, SCPS receives no government benefits 
or grants from tax revenues, and is fully self-supported by Raider families and friends. 

While our base operating income comes from tuition and fees, the school receives additional and 
critical supplemental funding from donations and various annual fundraisers. 
 Also, school members and groups regularly engage in annual charitable community service 
activities and events.

*  Recent history indicates that we can generally expect additional charitable giving opportunities ɀ usually related to some 
emergency response or natural disaster ɀ at some point during the year.  In the past few years, SCPS students, groups, schools, 
and families have worked together to raise money for Hurricane Katrina relief, Haiti earthquake relief, and support for SCPS 
families or friends in crisis (home burned, injury, sickness, death). 
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Frequently Asked Questions 
 

How much does school cost? 
Tuition covers the essential cost of 

educating a student at SCPS ɀ a teacher, basic 
books and supplies, and utilities.   

However, most families incur other fees 
and expenses that vary per student and family, 
ÏÆÔÅÎ ÄÅÐÅÎÄÉÎÇ ÏÎ ÔÈÅ ÓÔÕÄÅÎÔȭÓ ÇÒÁÄÅ-level and 
the curricular and co-curricular activities in which 
the students and families choose to participate.  
Thus, tuition  is the bottom-line fee for services 
rendered, and other expenses are added options. 

In addition, capital resources (classrooms, 
gyms, dining halls, media centers, labs, roads, and 
fields) and many supplemental resources ɀ 
including educational and co-curricular equip-
ment and supplies, technological infrastructure, 
hardware and software ɀ are generally purchased 
with tax deductible donations and fundraising 
income that varies annually and that we do not spend unless we have it.  This not only helps relieve the tuition 
burden for every family, it provides two mutually beneficial ways for families to help the school, through: 

 
1. Donations ɀ from which SCPS receives 100% of the benefit and donors receive tax deductible credit. 
2. Purchasing products and services through the school ɀ from which SCPS typically receives 10-50% of the 

benefit, and families might buy anyway from somewhere else, but by doing so through the school, SCPS is 
able to reinvest net income back into school employees, students, and families. 

 

How much should I donate? 
We encourage all SCPS families and friends to 

consider investing at least $25 per month ($300 per 
year).  Single Annual Fund gifts have recently ranged 
from $0.25 (from a student) to $10,000 and up. 

Capital Campaign gifts have ranged from $1 to 
$5,000,000.  Considering the current availability of two 
matching gifts, we can match every single dollar we 
receive up to nearly $5,000,000.  Nearly 500 families 
have already committed an average of nearly $100 per 
month for five years, and we need at least 500 more. 
 

Can we eliminate all fundraisers and just ask for donations once a year? 
 Celebrate! A Day for Savannah Christian is designed to replace all general requests for annual 
donations.  Although we prefer unrestricted giving, anyone can designate their gift, or a portion of their 
gift, toward a specific fund or purpose. 

We encourage all SCPS students, employees, alumni, parents, grandparents, businesses, and other 
family members and friends to Celebrate! ÔÈÅ ÓÃÈÏÏÌȭÓ Âirthday on September 17 each year by making an 
annual gift or pledge to SCPS.  Pledges can be paid anytime during the year. 
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According the National Association 

of Independent Schools (NAIS), 

average private PK-12 schools 

nationwide   enroll around 500 

students, tuition averages $17,900, 

 annual gifts average $1,350 per 

student, and capital gifts average 

$2,500 per student per year. 
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 The scheduled fundraisers we are retaining are considered a 
service or a welcome opportunity, and participation is optional.  We 
are pleased that, with our leadership working together, we have 
reduced the requests for money from 365 several years ago to 
mostly those listed on page 2 and 3 of this report.  We continue to 
improve, and thank everyone for your input and support during this 
strategic paradigm shift. 
 

Can you explain the Apogee SSO tax credit? 
 The Georgia Private School Tax Credit allows Georgia tax 
payers to receive a dollar-for-dollar state tax credit in exchange for 
their contribution to a state-approved Student Scholarship 
Organization (SSO). 

SCPS has partnered with the Apogee Georgia School Choice 
Scholarship Fund, a Georgia 501(c)3 Student Scholarship 
Organization, to administer the program on our behalf. 

The program allows taxpayers to divert some or all of their 
state tax liability toward SCPS scholarships.  Maximum contributions 
are $2,500 for married couples filing jointly and $1,000 for 
individuals and S-Corporations.  C-Corporations can contribute up to 
75% of their corporate tax liability and receive a dollar-for-dollar 
credit on Georgia taxes. 

The SSO fund directly benefits SCPS families two ways:  
 

1) Currently enrolled SCPS Pre-Kindergarten or Kindergarten 
students, and public school students, who wish to enroll in 
SCPS may be eligible for an SSO scholarship.

available to current students.  Thus, the SSO income indirectly 
benefits current students by increasing the scholarship 
amounts potentially available to current students. 

 

Can I make provisions for SCPS in my estate plans? 
 Certainly!  We encourage everyone to name Savannah 
Christian Preparatory School as a beneficiary in their will. 

While some designate a specific amount to be disbursed to 
SCPS upon their death, others designate the disbursement of a 
percentage of their net worth to SCPS upon their death.  The school 
can also be named as a beneficiary on insurance plans, pension 
plans, stock, property ownership, etc. 
 Since our current scholarship resources are primarily derived 
from deceased donors who provided for SCPS in their wills, we are 
extremely grateful for visionary people who are willing to make 
long-term provisions to invest in future students who will join the 
nearly 4,000 SCPS graduates currently making a positive difference 
in communities around the world.
